CIRCULAR

Dear Comrades,

The representative union and the Executive Associations enjoying the facilities and patronage of the BSNL Management have jointly given a call for one day Strike on 15th December 2011.  The strike demands apart from ‘No VRS’ include ITS absorption,  payment of Bonus, Restoration of medical facilities & LTC,  benefit of 78.2% for pay fixation, adequate ADC charges etc.   BSNL employees and officers are well aware that all these issues are clearly results of their connivance with the Management.  

On the other side NFTE and BSNL Workers’ Alliance have also given a call for one day token strike on the same day, on issues like, Withdrawal of VRS proposal, Compensation for uneconomical activities done by BSNL and continuation of support of Rs.2,000 crores in lieu of USOF, Release BSNL from payment of Pension liability of 40% as per DOT orders of 15th June, 2006, Choice for selecting 3G spectrum, Reimbursement of License fee as assured at the time of formation of BSNL, Disbanding all TACS, Immediate procurement of equipments, Ensuring dialogue with all the registered and applicant unions and extending minimum Trade Union facilities.
AIBSNLOA’s stand on VRS is well known and has been explicitly declared by the CHQ.  As far as the other issues, AIBSNLOA has been time and again taking them up with the Management as well as the Government and has emphasized the need for united and prolonged struggle, including mobilising public support.  However AIBSNLOA feels that the timing of the strike in the background of non-completion of the process of relieving of the repatriated ITS officers and installation of professional managers in their place has been rather inappropriate.  
Nevertheless, in line with the fighting legacy inherited by members of AIBSNLOA Tamilnadu and due to the fact that most of the common issues found in the demands of NFTE & BSNLWA were first raised by AIBSNLOA, we feel it would be appropriate to add our strength to the protest on the issues. Our Secretaries shall co-ordinate with NFTE & BSNLWA at district level.
